Kingo is
not only a good player himself but he lifts
the players around him and Munro and
Goninon could find the crumbs on the flanks
very lean.

TWO-MINUTE BURST GAVE TIGERS POINTS

A two-minute spell of dazzling football
enabled Burnie to come from behind and
retain its unbeaten record at the top of the
Union ladder in Saturday’s intra-town
clash at West Park. The win carried Burnie
to a clear eight-point lead ahead of Cooee
with Devonport, Ulverstone, East and
Penguin all on 12 points.

Cooee fails by 17 points

After being in front for three quarters
against Bumnie, Cooee lapsed for two
minutes in the final term — and was beaten
by 17 points. Those two minutes gave the
Tigers a chance to gain the break with a
brilliant exhibition of fast, open teamwork.
out a torrid point for point battle for most
of the game, but the Tiger’s sizzling
teamwork could not be kept in check
throughout. When they broke loose in the
vital minutes, they did enough to seal the
result in a low-scoring game.

The closeness of the battle can be seen in
the fact that, despite a strong wind to one
end, the margin was four points at quarter-
time, two points at half-time and three
points at three-quarter time. At each of
these intervals, Cooee led and it was not
until well into the last term that the Tigers
hit the front for the first time in the game.

The teams appeared as evenly matched as
it is possible for two teams to be — except
for the scintillating handball and loose-
man tactics of the Tigers. How Cooee
prevented this play-on football bringing up
more scores for the Tigers, especially with
wind advantage, is a puzzle. In the second
quarter, when Burnie had the breeze on its
side, neither side managed a goal.

Match winners for Burnie were half back

flanker Errol Kenworthy, who continually
put the ball down the scoring flank;
