The Montello Racecourse was the scene for the first interest shown In Australian Rules Football in the Burnis area.
Latrobe and Waratah met each other in 1884 and the match created much interest.

1885 — 1889

As o result of the interest shown, a meeting was held at the "Ship-Inn" at which a cdub was formed, and as the district
was known & Emu Bay, the Club was named Emu Bay Football Club.,

The origingl Office Bearers are not known, but the team was captained by J. Bagley. Other members of the team wers
M. Roberts, J. Wells, T. Lynch, E. Clarke, A. Eastwood, T, Jones, R. Jones, W, Atkinson, H, Mallinson, T, Mallinson, T. Davis,
J, W, Boatwright, A. Lane, W. Smith, J. Smith, E. Evans, T, Alexander, H, Dowling, J, Baker and W. Evans.

The colours were yellow and tiw.< and thres matchas were played.

The tirst of these against Latrobe Cricketers on August 1st, was marred by disgraceful exhibitions of fighting. Latrobe
won the match 10 goals to 2 goals {points did not count), The following week Emu Bay met and defeated a visiting Waratah
team — 4 goals to 1 goal, Three weeks later Emu Bay travelled to Waratah and s!so won that match,

As there were no recognised Associations or Rosters, all matches were played by invitation.

In the period 1885 to 1890 Emu Beay was never defeated at home, and as Clubs were formed close to Burnie, more
matches were played against these teams rather than make the long journey to Latrobe, Devonport or Waratah,

- 1890 —

At the Annual Meeting of the Emu Bay Football Club it was
resolved to change the name to Burnie Football Club and retain the
colours of Yellow and Black,

Mr. C. H. Hall was elected President and Mr, F, W, Wells Secre-
tary J. Bagley continued as Captain. Vary few matches were
played owing to Clubs failing to fulfill their engagements or matches
being cancelled due to poor weather,

Burnie played seven matches for the year, winning five and
drawing two,

- 1891 -

Both the President and Secretary were re-electad at the Annual
Meeting and Tom Wingrove was appointed Captain, with his Deputy
being W. Evans. Wingrove was to retire on July 18th with a severe
ankle injury,

Other players were W, Evans, W. Wilson, J. Mallinson, J. Dennis,
H. Dowling, A. Wiseman, J. Bagley, H. Mallinson, A. Esstwood,
M. Brennan, A. Wakenham, G. Bennett, J, Barker, W, Brakey, J.
Whitsitt, E, Spotswood, E. Lyons, S, Clampett, W, Wiseman and S.
Powell, On June 13th Burnie kicked 20,29 in & match against Cam
and it was many decades before any Coastal team was to top this
score,

- 1892 -

Mr C. H. Hall continued as President and Mr. G. Huxley was appointed Secretary and Treasurer, J, Bagley again took
over the Captaincy and J. Dennis was Vice-Captain, The Club decided to join the Davon Football Association, provided
mestings were held at Ulverstone rather than Latrobe. The Association did not form, and very few matches were playod
due to 8 number of factors, not the least of which wis the very poor sconomic position, poor weather and a temporary lack
of interest in Australian Rules,

— 1893 —

Mr, Montague Brown 1ook the chair at the Annual Meating and Mr. G. Huxley continued as Secretary, Geo Bennett
was elected Captain and E. Clarke Vice-Captain, The Wellington Association was formed with Burnie, Wynyard, Black River
and Stanlgy comprising the Senior teams, Teams were transported by coach, with the cost of a round trip from Stanlay to
Wynyard costing Five pounds (£51, Keeping expenses 10 8 minimum became a major concem to Clubs in difficult times,
Football began to expand in the Burnie and Wynyard areas, with many “Junios”' teams being formed, These inciuded Romaine
Creek, Cooee Creek, Union Club, Sesbrook, Cam, Noah's Ark and Wanderars, Burnie and Wynyard finished the season on
equal points, but due to the season finishing in mid October, officials decided that it was too lato to decide on a Premiarship
and no decider was playad

~ 1894 —

Former Secretary, Mr. G, Huxley, was elected President and Mr. Jas, Pearce, who had taken over as Secretary in mid
1803 continued in that position, Mr. W. Wiseman assumed the role of Treasurer. Geo Bannett retained the Captaincy and
J. Bagley was Vice-Captain. The Ciub Balance Sheat showed a profit
of One pound Two shillings and Five pence. Receipts totalled
Twenty Four pounds Thirteen shillings and Eleven pence, and the
Expenditure was Twenty Three pounds Eleven shillings and Six
pance. The season was late getting underway and Burnie did not play
Its first match until June 16th,

The season finished at the end of August. Geo Bennett stood
down s Captain during the season and was replaced by K. C.
Laughton.

-~ 1895 —

Mr. Tom Wiseman Jne, took over as President, Mr, James
Pearce as Secretary and Mr, A, Kent Treasurer. K, €, Laughton con-
tinued as Captain with W, Vagg his Deputy, Burnie formed a Junior
side known as the “Try Again™ Club,

Burnie affiliated with the East Wellington Association, which
was made up of three Clubs — Cam, Wynyard and Burnie. The
season commanced on May 11th and concluded on September, 28th,
Burnie and Wynyard met in the final, with Wynyard taking the
honours 10-10 to 5-9, The match was umpired by former Burnie
player and Captain — J, Bagley.

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— 1896 —

At the Annual Meeting on April 21st the Club elected a President and Chairman, these being Mr, James Pearce and
Mr, Tom Wiseman (Pres). Mr. W. Lawson was appointed Secrotary and Mr. E. G. Spottswood Treasurer. V. Wettenhall 100k
over as Captain and R. Stott Jnr., Vice Captain,

The Club again affiliated with the East Wellington Association although it was not a good competition with Burnie and
Wynyard being the only teams,

The season did not commence until June 23rd and only four roster matches were played, Wynyard winning bath
encounters at home and Burnie doing likewise. It was decided to end the season on Aogust 29th and Devonport umpire
B. Ellis was appointed to officiate in a neutral capacity. During the match he awarded around 150 free kicks and it is doubt-
ful whether this number of penalties has been exceeded in Tasmanian football to this day, The match was declared a draw
with Wynyard scoring 4-6 to Burnie 4-7. Points were not taken into consideration.

— 1897 —

Mr. Tom Wiseman was re-elected President for his third term, Mr. M. Southwell Sacretary and Mr. R, Stott Treasurer,
J. Bagley returned to the Club as Captain after a short stint of umpiring, W, Jones was elected Viee-Captain, Cam returned to
the Association to make it a three team competition. It was naturally an improvement on the previous season and matches
commenced on May 29th. By September 15th Burnie was lying second on the fadder behind Wynyard, having played nine
matches, winning four, losing four and drawing one. But it was an extremely cold winter and the season was abandoned
before a Premier could be decided,

— 1898 —

Interest had fallen off and the Club did not form,

- 1899 -

The Club was reformed on April 22nd with Mr. T. Searman as President, Mr. F. Wells Sacretary and Mr, W, Wisaoman
Treasurer. W. Jones Jnr., was appointed Captain and J. Forward Vice-Captain,

The East Wellington Association went into recess and the Union Football Association was formed. Burnie, Wynyard
and Penguin made up the Association and Burnie were classified as Premiers on August 8th after Penguin withdrew from
the competition

Burnie and Wynyard arranged four matches with a Twenty pounds stake, but only two were played with honours even
before they both went into recess.

- 1900 -

Football was at a low ebb generally along the North-West Coast and at the Annual meeting on April 6th, Mr, W,
Wiseman was elected Presidant and Treasurer with Me. F, W Wells Secretary, Wynyard remained in rocess and there was no
record of any matches being played in the Burnie area,

The Burnie Football Club did not form, but the Emu Bay Club affiliated with the North Western Football Association,
Mr. C. H, Hall, M.H.A,, was elected President, Mr, C, H. Strahan Secretary and Me, W, R. Wade Treasurer. The colours re-
mained Yellow and Black and the former Burnie players joined Emu Bay and the Association consisted of Mersey, Devonport,
Ulverstone and Barnington.

Emu Bay finished the roster in second position with 28 points, trailing Mersey on 34, Mersey was awarded the title as
it was necessary for the second placed team 1o finish within 4 points of the ladder leader to force a play-off, Emu Bay were
classified Runners-Up.

At the Annual Meeting it ws resolved to continue with the Emu Bay Club with Mr. W, H. Wiseman as President and
Treasurer and Mr. C. M. Strahan Secretary.

A new Associgtion was formed and was known ds the Federal League. Emu Bay became its first and only Premier as
tha League did not ra-form the following year.

— 1903 -

The Annunl Meeting was held on March 30th with the President and Secretary being re-clocted.

In a move which was long overdue it was decided 1o form 8 new Club to be known as the Railway Football Club, Emu
Bay supplled Railway with five of their top players. The East Wellington Association re-formed once igain with Railway,
Penguin, Stowport, Cam, Wynyard and Emu Bay heing the affiliated clubs. This moye proved ta be a very succassful one
and much interest was generated, with tha roster commencing on May 2nd and finishing on September 19th, Wynyard
finished on top of the ladder and were declared Premiers, with Emu Bay Aunners-Up, C, Gibson captained Emu Bay.

— 1904 -

Both the Presidant and Secretary were re-elected at the Annual Meeting on April 7th, J, Stammers captained the team
and Emu Bay continued with tha other five clubs in the East Wellington Association.

The roster was-on the same format as the previous year with Railway Football Club becoming Premiars. Association
matches against the NAW.F.A. were played regularly,

A third team in Burniz was formed to be kaown as Wanderers, although only social matches were played and they did
not join the Association,

Yellow and Black were still the colours of Emu Bay and J. Barnatt Captained the team in the East Wallington Associa-
tion. The Railway Club did not form, but its place was takan by a naw club named Romaine,

Wynyard were the outstanding team in the competition and were Premiers. The Emu Bay club had a very poor year
and finishad the season in fifth position equal on points with bottom team Romaine,

— 1906 -

At the Annual Meeting on April 3rd it was resolved that the club change its name back to the Burnia Football Club,
Mr. F. C. Brown was elected President, Mr. W, Beach Secretary and Captain and Mr. M, Southwell Treasurer,

At the Annual Meeting of the Associstion only Wynyard and Burnie made application for affiliation, Burnie's other
team Wanderers, although originglly deciding to play Junior football, re-formed as a Senior Club, 1o make the East Wellington
Association a thres tesm compatition. The Burnie Junior League was formed with Stowpert, Ridgley, Romaine and Elliott
Ramblers being the affiliated clubs.

Wynyard once again took the title, with Burnie Runners-Up.

The Annual Meeting was w1 down for April 18th, but due 10 & lack of interest, was postponed until the 20th. Mr. G.
Alexander was elected President, Mr. T. Gendall Secretary, and Mr. W. Beach Treasurer and Captain,

The Club returned to the East Wellingten Association which had been in recess the previous year, 1ogether with Penguin
and Wynyard. The season commenced in mid-May, but Penguin was forced te retire in mid-July and this move took all the
interast out of Senior football in the area,

- 1910 -

The Bumnie Football Club did not form and only Junior football was played in the Burnie and Wynyard sreas, These
were known as the East Wellington Junior Association, The Burnie Junior League and a Junior Association at Wynyard.

- 1911 —

The Bumnie Junior League re-formed, but there was no interest
in reforming the Burnie Football Club as such

The Romaine Club changed its name to the Burnie Football
Club and adopted the colours of Yellow and Black.

- 1911-21 -

The Burnie Club went into recess, and the Wanderers were the
only Senior ciub at Burnie

- 1922 -

When football resumed in the Burnie ares after World War |, two teams were formed, Burnie Wanderers and Militia
Both teams played in the Burnie Asseciation in 1920 and 1921, and they amalgamated with each other in 1922 to re-form
the Burnie Football Club.

Mr. W. Pilbeam was elected President, Mr, Stan Alford Manager, Mr. H, Wilson Secretary, G, Wardley Coach and C. H,
Bennett Captain. On a motion of Mr. Jim Gray the club adopted the racing colours of the Patron, Mr, George Bennett, which
were Black and Gold. These colours were virtually the same that Burnie or Emu Bay had played in since their inception in
1885.

Burnie joined the North-Western Football Union together with Wynyard and Penguin to make it once again a Coastal
competition, Burnie won their first three matches, but went through a slump mid-season, They still managed to make the
final four, on the same points as Devonport, but with a better percentage, Burnie defeated Ulverstone in the first sami-final
at Latrobe — 6.16 (52) 1o 5,11 (41}, Before a crowd of 5,000 people at Ulverstona, Burnie met Minor Premiers Latrobe,
going down by 5 points, 5,12 {42) to 4.13 (37). It had been a wonderful entry to Coastal football and sugured well for the
immediate future of the Club.

At the Club’s Annual Meeting Mr, J. E, Phillips was elected Presidant and Mr, H, Pybus, who has assumed the role of
Secratary mid-season in 1922, continued in that capacity, Claude Bennett was appointed Captain. Burnie did not continue
its goed form of the previous season, finishing In fifth position on the ladder. Ray Toewrsend won the Club’s first recorded
Best and Fairest Award

- 1924 —

There was no change in the Club's Administrative positions at the Annual Meeting held on March 18th, H, Lee was
appointed Coach and the Club enjoyed a much better roster series, finishing in second position and equal on points 10
Latrobe, but slightly down on percentage.

Circular Head defeated Burnie on two occasions and were awarded a Pennant from the NJW.F.U. The Union Trophy at that
time was the Johnstone & Wilmot Cup and the first club to win it threée times retained it. The Cup was presented to Bumie

and to this day the Burnie Club claim 1929 as a Premiership year.

Following the Annual Meeting, Mr, Jack Leary was appointed Assistant Secretary, Ray Townsend Captain/Coach, The
Union played as two divisions, the four teams comprising the Union in 1828 playing in the Western Division, and the Central
Combine playing as the Eastern Division. Burnie finished the season, ladder leader, and after being surprisingly beaten by
Ulverstone by 13 points at Wynyard in the second Semi-Final, exarcised its right as minor Premiers to challenge Penguin to
the Grand Final. Burnie defeated Penguin 10.14 (74) to 9.3 (57) and met Latrobe at Ulverstone for the Coastal Premiership.
